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A mix CD featuring all of the following, in no particular order, and in some cases twice:

Reggae cover versions of traditional Christmas songs; the Ukelele Orchestra of Great Britain; the sound of rain; mangled guitar feedback courtesy of Julian Bradley; Nat King Cole; samples from the movies Casablanca, Dirty Harry and Star Wars (but mostly Casablanca); cover versions of Beatles songs, specifically “Let it Be”, and “Here Comes the Sun”; Elvis Presley’s “Santa Claus is Back in Town”, put through the mill somewhat; Animal Collective; Ennio Morricone; samples of factory farmed pigs; James Brown’s “Funky Christmas”; that counting song off of Sesame Street which turns out to have been by The Pointer Sisters; a poem by John Hegley, with seasonal relevance; a shorter poem by Ivor Cutler, without; Half Man Half Biscuit; a Nick Cave cover version by Lloyd Cole; the intercepted sound of cold-war era shortwave radio broadcasts; a cover version of the Guns’n’Roses classisc “Welcome to the Jungle”; The Ronnettes; Kansas City Kitty; Manhattan Transfer; “Manhattan 3A.M.” live at The Village Vanguard by Tom Harrell; a song by Of Montreal about their best Christmas ever; some Ukranians covering Anarchy in the UK; and a bit of Sufjan Stevens.

This compilation was cobbled together in the Slapdash and Cack-handedTM DJ stylings of allmyvinyl using the programs Audiograbber and Audacity, and was then split into twelve parts of 5 minutes 42 seconds each using Direct WAV MP3 Splitter.
